I. Title: Name That Face
II. Organization: Whole Group

III. Population: 22 fifth grade students

IV. Time: One 45 minute social studies session

V. Objectives:

1. Students will be able to identify key figures of the American Civil War (President Abraham Lincoln, General Robert E. Lee, and Ulysses S. Grant) after viewing the power-point presentation and class discussion.

2. Students will reflect on one key person of the American Civil War in their reflective journals, demonstrating their understanding of the importance of that individual.
VI. Content:



This lesson will introduce students to important political and military 


personnel from the American Civil War.  Through the use of primary 


documents students will be able to see and reflect on images from the civil 

war era.    
VII. Materials:
· Power-Point Primary Document Presentation

· Social Studies Textbook

· Student Reflective Journals

VIII. Procedure:


      Introduction/Set Induction

1.) Begin the lesson by pulling up the Primary Document Power-Point presentation.  Bring up the first slide with the picture of Abraham Lincoln.  Ask students if they can name who the person in the picture is.

2.) Once the students have correctly named the person in the photo, ask them what they know about this president and what role he played in the civil war.


      Activity:

3.) For the remaining part of the social studies period, go through each power-point slide with the class and have them guess who the person in the picture is and explain what role they played in the civil war.


     Closure:

4.) With the conclusion of the lesson explain to the students that next class they will be given an image dating back from the civil war and they are going to write a personal narrative from that person.
IX. Assessment: Students will be assessed through classroom participation and completion of a reflective journal entry.

X. Follow-Up: Students will write in their journals.

XI. Adaptations: None needed for this lesson

XII. Extensions: Reflective journal writing.
